Important Notice on Travel into New Brunswick

Last updated: November 4, 2020

Travellers entering New Brunswick from outside of Atlantic Canada must have a confirmation from the New Brunswick Travel
Registration Program. Most traveller registrations are rapidly confirmed. Travellers coming from outside Atlantic Canada should
register at least five days before their travel into New Brunswick. Travellers entering New Brunswick from the United States or other
international locations outside of North America, and whose travel has been approved by Canada Border Services Agency must also
register their travel through the New Brunswick Travel Registration Program.

Federally requlated workers entering the province from outside the Atlantic bubble are also required to pre-register.
Some travel into New Brunswick is prohibited, and peace officers are authorized to turn anyone away when they attempt to enter.

Workers entering or returning to New Brunswick from outside the Atlantic bubble are now subject to modified self-isolation directives
for 14 days with the option of returning to regular public health measures in the province by being voluntarily tested for COVID-19 and
having negative results and no symptoms. Commercial air, marine, truck or rail operators, and daily commuters are exempt. It also does
not apply to people travelling into the province under the authority of an operational plan approved by WorkSafe New Brunswick, as
this already involves a work-isolation requirement.
